M: OK, I’ll be back in a minute.                   

Q: What is John going to do?                    

8. W: I hope I can find my passport somewhere in the hotel.

M; Look in your suitcase again, you couldn’t have forgotten that.

Q: What is the woman looking for?         

9. M: The train leaves at half past eight.

W: Oh, God. The bus hasn’t come yet. We’d better take a taxi. Otherwise 40 minutes doesn’t give us enough time even to reach the station.

    Q: At what time did the conversation take place?      

10. W: Have you found anything wrong with my stomach?

M: Not yet. I’m still examining. I’ll let you know the result next week.

Q: What is the probable relationship between the man and the woman?    

Section B
Directions: In this section you will hear a conversation. The conversation will be spoken twice. There are five questions about the conversation. For each question there are four choices marked A, B, C and D. Decide on the best answer and then mark the corresponding letter on the Answer Sheet with a single line through the center.
Waitress:Good evening sir, madam. A table for two?

Man:  No, thank you. But can you do me a favor?

Waitress: Sure. What can I do for you?

Man:  We’re looking for a motel. Are there any motels nearby?
